A student will
then have at least one other opportunity in the fall of their senior year to retest prior to most college admissions and schol-
arship deadlines. Be aware when registering for these tests it is required to upload a photo.

*PLEASE REMEMBER TO REGISTER FOR NOT ONLY THE ACT BUT ALSO THE ACT WRITING TEST SINCE MOST
COLLEGES ARE REQUIRING THE WRITING TEST. THE SAT WRITING TEST IS ALREADY MANDATORY.

If you plan to register with the NCAA Clearinghouse, to play Division | or Il sports you must have your test scores sent
DIRECTLY to the Clearinghouse. The NCAA code 9999 must be one of your score report choices. NAIA schools are also
requiring you to register if you plan to attend a school in this association. NAIA code is 9876. You must also register with
the respective eligibility center. See your counselor for more info.

Sign up for ACT and SAT now! Starting your senior year without test scores is starting behind! Visit
www.collegeboard.org and www.actstudent.org to sign up and practice. The SAT costs $43 w/o writing and
$54.50 with the writing. The ACT without writing cost $39.50, and with writing costs $56.50. See your coun-
selor if you have demonstrated financial need and would like to request a waiver to pay for the tests.

Seniors:

Stay on top of your grades through teacher contact and RDS. Study for final exams in May! Every year sen-
iors come up short and have to go to summer school to finish. NEW: THIS YEAR SENIORS WHO DON’T EARN
ALL REQUIRED CREDITS BY TUESDAY, MAY 17™ AT 3:00 P.M. WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO WALK AT GRADU-
ATION!! Don’t let this be you!

Bring your counselor proof of scholarship offers, even from colleges you are not going to attend. We will
recognize all documented accepted offers on Class Day, May 16™. Keep applying for scholarships! Watch
the scholarship bulletin. It is not too late to apply for college, but you need to see your counselor ASAP. In
late April, early May, all seniors need to log onto www.parchment.com and complete a transcript request,
selecting: HOLD FOR GRADES for your final college choice, ONE choice. Then your transcript will be sent
after graduation to verify your graduation. This is mandatory for all colleges and will cause you problems
next fall if you do not have your transcript sent this spring.
